	The customer will extract DNA from human blood samples.
There are 6720 samples.
DNA samples with volume of at least 10ml and concentration between 50 to 75 ng/ul are stored on PCR plates with 96 holes. The control and quality (volume and concentration of DNA is ensure by the customer. 
The above mentioned 96hole PCR plates:
· can be any brand or manufacturer
· will be closed by adhesive foil seal to prevent contamination
· will not have empty holes
The customer will send the samples (on plates) to Supplier on dry ice. The Customer will inform the Supplier by email at least 5 days in in advance about the date of the arrival of the samples. 
Together with the samples, the the Customer will supply a list of sample ID numbers. The ID numbers will be random and will not contain any personal information. 
Samples will be transferred according to the transfer protocol. The transfer protocol will include ID numbers of the plates and location of individual samples in the PCR plate holes. For each DNA sample there will be a number of the plate and specification of the row and column of the relevant hole on the plate. 
The supplier will conduct genome-wide genotyping using Infinium Global Screening (GSA) Array-24 v3 kit from the company Illumina (https://emea.illumina.com/products/by-type/microarray-kits/infinium-global-screening.html). 
The samples will be processed according to protocol Ill Illumina HTS assay (Part #15045738, Illumina Inc, San Diego, USA, https://support.illumina.com/content/dam/illumina-support/documents/documentation/chemistry_documentation/infinium_assays/infinium-hts/infinium-hts-assay-reference-guide-15045738-04.pdf). According to the protocol, whole genome will be amplified in 200 ng of DNA (at 37°C for 20 hours), fragmented (at 37°C for 1 hour), precipitated and resuspended in hybridisation buffer. 
Samples are hybridised on Illumina GSAv3 beadchip using by a robot compatible with Illumina technology (e.g. Freedom Evo, Tecan Ltd, Switzerland). The beadchips will be scanned using the iScan scanner with autoloader (Illumina Inc, San Diego, USA).
Quality control will be undertaken by the Supplier according to Illumina metrics using the control probes built into their reagents and Illumina software GenomeStudio.
After the completion of the laboratory analyses, the customer reserves the right to take back the plates with the remains of biological material.
The supplier will transfer the data with results to the Customer in Illumina IDAT format (developed for storage of whole genome analyses) together with a series of sample sheets to deconvolute the data to allow identification of samples.  
Data will be transferred to the customer securely using the Globus SFTP platform (https://www.globus.org/).
The Supplier will store the crude genotyping data for at least 3 months after transferring the results to Customer.
